Adjusted EBITDA in the f irst, second and third quarters of 2017 and

the full years of 2017 and 2016 include adjustments of $0.2 million, $0.1 million, less than $0.1 million, $0.6 million and $0.3 million, respectively, for accelerated 

depreciation associated w ith the consolidation of PE Films manufacturing facilities in North America.  Adjusted EBITDA in the second quarter of 2018

includes an adjustment of $0.1 million for accelerated depreciation associated w ith the planned shutdow n of a plant in Shanghai, China.
