They believe Adjusted EBITDA is preferable to operating
profit and other GAAP measures w hen applying a comparable multiple approach to enterprise valuation because it excludes the items noted above, measures of

w hich may vary among peer companies.

A reconciliation of ongoing operating profit (loss) from continuing operations to Adjusted EBITDA is show n on the next page. Amounts relating to corporate

overhead for the prior years have been reclassified to conform w ith the current year’s presentation. Adjusted EBITDA in the first, second and third quarters of 2017 and
the full years of 2017 and 2016 include adjustments of $0.2 million, $0.1 million, less than $0.1 million, $0.6 million and $0.3 million, respectively, for accelerated
depreciation associated w ith the consolidation of PE Films manufacturing facilities in North America.
